There several
ways to avoid this situation. Our BASIC TEXT, for
instance, reminds us that NA members from other areas
are WILLING to drive long distance to SUPPORT new
groups. The speaker helps fulpll the groupds Primary
Purpose, CARRYING THE MESSAGE of RECOVERY
to the ADDICT who still suffers. When speaking at an
NA meeting, we should be careful to deliver a CLEAR
MESSAGE of recovery by identifying ourselves

as ADDICTS recovering from the DISEASE OF
ADDICTION. Itis not necessary to dwell excessively
on our ACTIVE ADDICTION or 0WAR STORIES,0
because we all know what it was like to use. We

came to NA to stop using and we are here to share

our EXPERIENCE, STRENGTH AND HOPES of
RECOVERY.
